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1.  INTRODUCTION  

Mobile Info  API ( MIA ) Platform is the interface of the Turkcell Mobile Education 

and Mobile Info Platform to the 3 rd  parties. MIA , provides controlled access to services 

and  features offered by Turkcell MI (Mobile Info)  infrastructure  to external Service 

Providers, Content Providers (CP) and Application Service Providers (ASP)), enables 

secure exposure of service capabilities supported via network enablers (e.g., SMSC, 

MMSC, LES) deployed within the Turkcell network to external Service  Providers.  

Since MIA  constitutes the single point of access from Serv ice Providers to the 

Turkcell MI  architecture, it isolates them from Mobile Info  internals and hides internal 

complexity of the overall architecture.  

2.  FUNCTIONAL OVERVĶEW 

2.1 Access Channels 

Currently, MIA  supports WS and Simple Object Access Protocol/Hypertext 

Transfer Protocol (SOAP/HTTP) access channels only. In future releases, it is possible 

that SPGW may support other access channels such as XML/HTTP.  

Turkcell imposes a source IP restric tion to due security reasons to the access of 

its test and production systems. Therefore the source IP of any system must be 

configured appropriately on Turkcell firewalls. Any outside party must inform Turkcell the 

list of all IPôs that they will access MIA  from. Until this configuration is done, outside 

parties will not be able to access the web services referred in this document. Please note 

that test and production systems have different configurations and must be done 

separately, i.e. an IP allowed to access test systems may not access production systems.

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2.2 Service Discovery 

The Service Directory manages all the value -added services within Turkcell MIA  

architecture. It consists of a UDDI Web Services directory that assists developers 

discover a service and its features, and WSDL files associated with the service.  

UDDI is a platform - independent framework for describing services, discovering 

businesses, and integrating business services by using the Internet.  

Å UDDI stands for Universal Description, Discovery and Integration 

Å UDDI is a directory for storing information about web services 

Å UDDI is a directory of web service interfaces described by WSDL 

UDDI is a public registry designed to house information about businesses and 

their services in a structured way. Through UDDI, one can publish and discover 

information about a business and its Web Services. This data can be classified using 

standard taxono mies so that information can be found based on categorization. Most 

importantly, UDDI contains information about the technical interfaces of a business's 

services. UDDI defines the structure of how information is stored and retrieved in a 

registry.  
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3.  SERVICES  

3.1. Authentication Service 

A 3rd Party Application must be authenticated before access to MIA  capabilities 

(Web Services provided by MIA ). Authentication credentials are Service Provider 

company ID, IP and password of the 3rd Party Application. createSession() operation of 

MIA  Authentication Web  Service is invoked by 3rd Party Applications to create a session, 

and get associated session token. Subsequent createSession calls would return the same 

session id g enerated for the service provider and service variant pair. createSession() 

operation arguments are Service Provider com pany ID , password and ip  of the 

Application. Once Application is authenticated, it can use the session token in subsequent 

WebService re quests till the token is expired. If the session token is not included in the 

succeeding service requests or if the session token is expired after a pre -defined 

inactivity interval, further requests will return a SOAP fault with a Client.Authentication  

SOAP fault code. If the session token is expired, application must setup a new session in 

order to make further requests.  With the input parameters createSession function is at 

above:
